The Fair Play t-shirts are replacing medals.

BASE GAME RULES:

U6 — Game will be two 10 min. halves with 5 min. halftime; players on the field agreed upon by
coaches

U8 — Games will be one 20 min. session with no halftime; 7v7

U10 - Games will be one 22 min. session with no halftime; 7v7

U13 - Games will be one 24 min. session with no halftime; 9v9

***PLAYERS PER TEAM RULES:

In the event teams do not have the Pottsgrove Soccer Club REQUIRED number of players to be
on the field to play a game, it is up to the coaches to agree upon the number of players to play
the game. l.e., if a game is usually 9v9, and one team only has 8 players, coaches may agree to
play 8v8, 7v7, etc.

GENERAL RULES
e Only players on that team’s roster may play in that team’s games. Any exceptions to
this must be approved by a board member not directly involved in the game.
e Each game will have a designated referee.
